
Advice Sheet 3.  DAHLIAS SUPPORTING MY WAY (TO MAKE A SUPPORT   FRAME FOR A PLOT MEASURING 9’ LONG X 3’ WIDE)

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4 Lengths Of Fencing Posts (each 5’ long x 2” x 2”).. 


4 Lengths Of Roofing Baton (each 3’6” long x 2” x 0.75”).


Fencing Post Concrete Ready Mix plus pieces of stone/broken brick.





Dig a hole at each corner of the plot of at least 1’6” in depth.  Using a spirit level concrete each post into it’s hole using small rocks/broken bricks.  Drill and screw 2 pieces of baton between the posts at each end, one at 2’ from ground level and another at 2’6”.    


   





 6 Lengths Of Plastic Clothes Line (each 12’ long).





Tie 3 lengths of clothes line, equally spaced, between the top batons and 3 lengths between the bottom batons.	


		        





15 Lengths Of Bamboo Cane (each 4’ long).





Insert the canes along the outside of the lines at a spacing of 1’6” between each cane, and 3” above the lines level.


                                  





Roll Of Insulation Tape.





Secure the canes to the lines using the insulation tape (ensuring canes are vertical).


                                 





15 Lengths Of Thick Plastic Coated Metal Wire (each 4’ long).





Tie 3 lengths of clothes line tightly between the top batons and 3 lengths tightly between the bottom batons.





Wind each length of wire around the line and opposing cane structure, thus creating twelve boxes of 1’6” square.
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
